1. Nominations must be completed using this form. Both the bottom portion of this page and no
more than a 1-page (8.5” x 11”) narrative must be submitted for consideration. Use no smaller
than a 10-point typeface. Nominations must be postmarked or e-mailed no later than FRIDAY,
OCTOBER 12, 2007. NO EXCEPTIONS! Please return the bottom portion of this page and
narrative to Suzi Brown at 1001 S. East Street, Anaheim, CA 92805 or e-mail them to
SBrown@ACSD.K12.CA.US. Winners will be notified by October 19, 2007.

2. Nominees must be Anaheim residents or currently enrolled in Grades 1-12 at a school

within Anaheim.

3. Nominations are reviewed and rated based upon two criteria: (1) single significant
achievement or act and (2) overall excellence. Significant achievement or act refers to an
extraordinary accomplishment in a single area (e.g., spelling bee champion, saved a life).
Overall excellence refers to participation in school and nonschool activities (e.g., sports,
clubs, special events, community involvement).

4. All nominations will be reviewed anonymously. Use only the nominee’s first name on the
narrative page. Include a comprehensive list of the candidate’s achievements because the
narrative is the sole basis for evaluating the nominee’s achievement and excellence.
Résumés are not acceptable.
